Question-Answer Relationships
4 Types of Questions

	Type of Question:

Right There
The answer to the question is in the text, usually easy to find.
Examples:

What does Soc mean?
Why didn’t Darry go to college?
	Type of Question:

Think and Search
The answer is in the story, but you need to put together different parts to find it.

Example:

What were Ponyboy’s parents like?

	Type of Question:

Author and You
Description:

The answer is NOT in the story.  You need to think about what you already know, what the author tells you, and how it fits together.

Example:

Does Ponyboy like being a greaser? How do you know?
	Type of Question:

On My Own
Description:

The answer is NOT in the story.  You can even answer the question without reading the story.

Example:

Do you have a brother like Darry or like Soda?
